METER TESTS AND ADJUSTMENT OF BILLS FOR METER ERROR
A Tests
1. Prior to Installation

Utility shall have every meter tested by its manufacturer prior to shipment and
no meter shall be placed in service if found to register more than two percent
(2%) fast or two percent (2%) slow.

2. Customer's Reguest

A Customer may, on notice of not less than one week, require Utility to test
the meter used to measure such Customer's consumption. In the event that the
meter must be sent to a testing laboratory, the meter will be removed for
testing within one week after notice.

If a customer requests a test of a water meter more frequently than once in a | Ty
12-month period, Customers with a meter that is 1-inch or smaller shall pay an
$85.00 service charge to defray the cost of the test. Customers with a meter
that is larger than 1-inch shall pay $43.00 plus the actual cost of the meter test.
If the meter is found to register in excess of the prescribed accuracy limits, the
meter test charge will be waived. If the meter is found to register accurately or
within prescribed limits, the charge shall be retained by Utility. Regardless of
the test results, a customer may request a meter test once in a 12-month period | /]
without charge.

Customer may require Utility to conduct the test in Customer's presence or in
the presence of Customer’s designated representative provided Utility owns
and operates meter testing facilities, Otherwise, the meter may be tested by a
meter manufacturer or its agency, or by any other organization equipped for
such meter testing.

RULE NO. 20
WATER RIGHTS

Prior to any water service by the Utility, all Applicants for new water service never
theretofore supplied to the premises or theretofore deeded to or for use by the Utility on
the premises for which water service is sought, shall provide all water rights required for the
service applied for pursuant to applicable State of Nevada and Washoe County law,
regulations and requirements, without cost or obligation of the Utility. All water rights
provided as required by this Rule shall be free and clear of all encumbrances and shall,
unless the Utility otherwise consents in writing, consist of permitted or certificated
underground water rights acceptable to the Utility and all governmental authority and shall
be in good standing with and acceptable for appropriate change applications by the
Nevada State Engineer of the Division of Water Resources of the Nevada Department of
Conservation and Natural Resources. Pursuant to NAC 703.190, the Water Rights shall be
conveyed or shall be tendered for conveyance prior to the Utility's undertaking any work
or action on the Application of such Applicant.

Water Right information shall be submitted to the Utility and shall include (a) name of the
owner(s), (b) permit numbers and certificate numbers, (c) source of water, (d) well logs, (e)
water quality information, and (f) point of diversion and any other information available.
